Installation and use of modified English keyboard TBU-EN
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1) Installation

a) Fonts

A Unicode font with the required characters is necessary. Some options: 
· CharisSIL
· DoulosSIL
· Andika

or any other Unicode font that contains the required characters.

b) Keyboard

· Go to the TBU-EN2 folder.

· Double-click on setup.exe to start the installation of the keyboard.

· If Windows displays a message, click “Authorize”. After a short time, the computer will display the message “Installation Complete”.  

c) Uniscribe

· If you have Word 2003 (or later), skip this step. If you have an earlier version of Word, you may need a newer version of Uniscribe (usp10.dll, the Microsoft software that displays Unicode fonts). 

· Find the folder on your computer where the “Winword.exe” file is located (possibly C:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\Office). (Note that Windows may only show you “Winword” if it is set to hide the file type.)

· Copy the file “usp10.dll” from the SIL\Uniscribe\ folder on the CD to the folder you found in the previous step. 

2) Use

· Start Word

· Choose the “Charis SIL” font.

· Click on the language indicator in the status bar at the bottom of the screen. From the list displayed, choose “AZ” to activate the modified keyboard.

· From the Tools menu, choose “Language”, then “Set Language…” and choose “Azeri (Latin)” or “Afrikaans” from the list. This will prevent Word from trying to check the spelling of the text you type.

· Type using the following guide.

d) modified English keyboard

The function of certain keys on the English keyboard has been changed. The key with ` and ~, the key with [ and {, the key with ] and }, and the ^ key are used for diacritics.

The ; key is used to signal a base character that is not on the English keyboard as well as to provide access to keys used for diacritics.
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e) base characters

Base characters that aren’t on the English keyboard are typed by using the ; key. When you type the ; key, nothing appears on the screen. If you immediately type one of the characters on the left in the table below, the character on the right appears. (If you type something else, the ; and the character appear.)

For example, type “;o” to get “ɔ”, type “;o~” to get “ɔ̃” and type “;o~`” to get “ɔ̃̀”.

To access the characters on keys used for diacritics, type “;” before the key. For example, type “;[” to get “[”.
